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)-Introduction

In implementation of the directives of the Civil
Defense Directorate to prepare a comprehensive plan
to deal with disasters and emergencies that may be
exposed to health facilities, so that this plan includes
how to evacuate those buildings from their occupants
in emergency situations and take all necessary
measures to ensure their safety and ensure their safety
.and security

The requirements for the success of the crisis and
emergency response plan depend mainly on the crisis
management team in these facilities and their level of
training on how to detect warning signals in emergency
situations, take preventive measures, actual
.confrontation and containment of damage

The plan also depends, in its success, on the available
means, equipment and supplies, and the clarity of
instructions and procedures that regulate the method of
.implementation

This plan and guidelines includes all the

requirements, instructions and procedures that must be
followed in the event of a state of emergency declared
as a result of a disaster (God forbid). The
responsibilities and actions required by sheffaa center
employees to be followed in coordination with the
authorities concerned with dealing with emergencies

Y-Purpose:

Developing a practical and simple plan that can be
implemented and used automatically whenever the
safety official or his representative announces the
occurrence of an emergency - God forbid - at the
center. It includes instructions that control the
movements and responsibilities of all the participating
teams, which contributes to raising the efficiency of
workers and achieving the greatest amount of
readiness. And performance to contain them and
reduce human and material losses, God willing.
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3-Definition of terms
3-1 The disaster: It is a major emergency such as:
3-1-1 Major fire accidents.

3-1-2 Significant structural damage to facilities or

buildings and collapses, as there is a need to evacuate

the place.

3-1-3 Explosions and combustion caused by

flammable materials, gases and solids.

3-1-4 Accidents of hazardous materials (such as:
chemical, radiological, etc.).

1-5 Accidents of mass food poisoning.

1-6 Difficult natural conditions (such as:
earthquakes, torrential rains, and hurricanes)
that result in one or more of the following
conditions: -

3-1-7 The number of victims are more than six
people.

1-8 A major instability of one or more buildings.

1-9 Threatening the safety of individuals in the
Sheffaa Center.

3-2 Internal disaster: It is an accident within the

framework of the center that leads to damage to the

sector, auditors or employees, which cannot be
controlled by the employees and the sector, but
requires immediate coordination and support for the
sector from all the association’s facilities. Often it is
accompanied by a partial or complete evacuation to
safer places inside or outside the building. Potential
internal disasters include:

 The fires. Malfunction of devices and equipment.

 Accidents of dangerous materials (chemical,
biological or radiological contamination).

» Damage to the building's structure.

* Pollution or water cuts.

» Explosions.

* Natural disasters such as (heavy rains).

* Other geological accidents such as (earthquakes).

* Security incidents such as (bomb threat).

3-3 Gathering points: are the areas in which the
gathering and first aid areas are established.

3-4 Central care area: It is an area that is designated
in a central location and is safe and closed near the
areas in which disasters are expected, according to the
approval of the authority responsible for the
emergency. (If the area is exposed, barriers must be
erected around it).

3-5 Designated areas: It is an area that is designated
within the center for special health cases.

10-7 The basis for evacuation and safety operations

All plans based on evacuating and ensuring the safety of
employees and patients depend on a regulatory
hierarchy approved by all international bodies and
institutions specialized in fire suppression and rescue
such as civil defense in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia
The basic operations for rescue and safety are
summarized on the following points:

Fire Action:

10.7.1 R = Rescue patient
10.7.2 A = Activate Alarm
10.7.3 C = Confine the fire
10.7.4 E = Extinguish/ Evacuate
Extinguisher Usage:

10.7.5 P = Pull the pin

10.7.6 A = Aim the base of fire
10.7.7 S = Squeeze the handle
10.7.8 S = Sweep side by side.

10-8 Items specific to dialysis units

10-8-1 Patients are quickly evacuated from the dialysis
units by using the technique (closing and disassembling
blood tubes).

10-8-2 Closing and disassembling cans must be
available in all washing units in sufficient number.
10-8-3 All workers and professionals must know the
mechanism of closing and disassembling technology,
and they are tested every three months according to the
training mechanism.

Definition:

It is a cylinder filled with dry chemical powder and it is
the most widely used as it is suitable for all types of fires
(A, B, C, D, E, F). As it works to isolate the surface of
the burning material from the oxygen and then
extinguish the fire.

Types of dry chemical powder extinguisher in terms of
pressure gas:

10-9-3-1 Extinguishers work with the pressure of
carbon dioxide stored in a small pressure cylinder to
push the powder out.

10-9-3-2 Extinguishers work by compressing the
compressed nitrogen gas in the cylinder with the powder
to push it out.

Dry chemical powder extinguisher types in terms of the
chemical composition of the powder, which are of the
most important types:

The powder that has sodium bicarbonate in its
dominant form.

The powder that has potassium bicarbonate dominant
form.

The most commonly used multi-symptom powder is
available.

Note:
There are types of powders intended for a specific type
of metal fires and are only used in special cases.

10-9-4. Fire extinguisher with foam (Foam)

Definition:

It is a cylinder filled with organic materials that produce
a foam by mixing it with water and air and pushing it by
compressed carbon dioxide gas inside a small cylinder,
to give the foamy liquid as a fire extinguishing material
and it works to isolate the surface of the burning
material from oxygen and cooling because it contains
water.

10-9-5. Wet Chemical Fire Extinguisher.

Definition:

It is a cylinder filled with chemical organic matter that
produces foam by chemical reaction and pushing foam
by pressure resulting from the reaction. It is preferable
to use a wet powder extinguisher to extinguish Type F
fires, which are fires caused by vegetable cooking oils or
animal fats and fats.

Important note:

- The wet powder extinguisher is not used to extinguish
Type C fires, which are the fires of electrical appliances
and equipment connected to live electrical current.

- Wet powder extinguisher is not used to extinguish
Type E fires, which are electronic devices.

10-10 Types of fire:
10-10-1. Class A fires
They are the fires that arise in flammable solids and are
called ordinary or porous fires such as paper, wood and
other plant fibers, and water is considered one of the
most appropriate means to extinguish this type of fire.
10-10-2. Class (B) fires
They are called flammable petroleum fires, and they
include petroleum products and their derivatives (liquid
and gaseous).
10-10-3. Class C fires
Namely, electrical installation fires. Like stations
10-10-4. Class D fires

They are the fires that occur with flammable minerals
such as sodium, potassium, zinc, and magnesium. Etc.
and use special chemical powders to extinguish such
kind of fires.

10-11 How to use a fire extinguisher

10-11-1. Pull out the safety pin

10-11-2. Move the extinguisher to the nearest fire place
10-11-3. Test the extinguisher to see its validity

10-11-4. Fight the fire towards the wind

10-11-5. Lowering his height when going to the scene of
the fire

10-11-6. Directing the extinguishing material to the base
of the flame

10-11-7. Move the hand left and right until the flame
process is completed

10-11-8. If the burning substance is large, it is preferable
to use more than one extinguisher and more than one
person

10-11-9. After the suppression process is completed, the
same steps are taken back

10-12 Emergency / disaster assessment

The assessment of the disaster starts from the first
minute in which cases begin to appear, such as smoke,
building collapses, ground vibration, etc. (depending on
what is seen, smells, or sounds).

10-12-1 Initial assessment: It is related to the safety of
life, with regard to the occurrence of fires or the leakage
of toxic or flammable gases.

10-12-2 Assessment of resources and supplies.

10-12-3 Continuous evaluation based on:
10-12-3-1Reports from team leaders.

10-12-3-2 Reports received from the medical team.
10-12-3-3 Reports from the Security and Safety
Department operations.

10-12-3-4Reports from eyewitnesses.

10-12-4 Evaluate the availability of personnel and
volunteers.

10-12-5 The evaluation should be continuous, with new
information added to it as soon as it becomes available
and the outcome of this gives a comprehensive and
updated view of the situation.

10-13 The disaster ends

Resumption of normal operations: upon the
announcement of the end of the state of disaster by the
Central.
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
